	Focus
	Suggestions of how to support

	English
	Reading
	Please read every day with your child at home and record it in the reading record book. Ensure that your child points to each word as they say it –try to avoid pointing to the word for them, although you can do this together. Help your child to talk about their book – discuss what happens in the story, how the characters feel, what they think of the story etc.
	Visit the library.

	Handwriting
	Practise correct pencil grip and cursive letter formation. Play games such as Pick up Sticks and Operation. Practise threading laces, beads etc. Practise letter formation using cursive letters, writing letters on lined paper or trace letters using tracing paper. Make a hand sock to support correct pencil grip. 
	Cursive letters sheet, tracing paper, string and beads etc.
Sock with two holes for thumb and first finger. 

	
	Diary writing
	After a day trip or event have a go at writing a diary entry about what happened or what you did. Don’t forget to use the past tense!
Write a diary entry in the role as your favourite storybook character, what events happen to the character in the story that they might write about?

	Instructions
	Practise writing a set of instructions for a number of things including baking a cake, cooking, brushing your teeth, getting dressed, how to get ready for school.
Don’t forget to number the instructions step by step, use time words at the start of each instruction and bossy verbs (put, pull, chop, spin).

	Explore a range of poems either in poetry books or on the website links provided.
Practise reading the poems and understanding the rhythm in the way they are read. Can you spot any rhyming words in the poems?

	Phonics
	Practise the sounds and write down words which contain these sounds. How many words can you think of for each sound?

Play letter sound games with your child. E.g. Can you see something beginning with ch? Create a ‘ch’ café using food items beginning with ‘ch’ such as cheese, chicken, chips, chocolate and cherries!

	Maths
	Odd/even numbers
	Practise the odd/even number rule at home (if it ends in 2, 4, 6, 8 or 0 then it is even and if it ends in 1, 3, 5, 7 or 9 then it is odd).
Spotting odd and even numbers around you. For example, on measurements, price of items when shopping, numbers on a remote control.
Roll two dice to make a 2-digit number, is the number odd or even? Why?
	

	
	3D shapes
	A great activity to start with is to go on a shape scavenger hunt. Have a list of 3D shapes and see if you can find an object in your home that is that shape. Use playdough to physically create some 3D shapes. Create a 2D net that folds together to make a 3D shape.
	

	
	Multiplication/Division
	Gather a number of little objects (cubes, pencils, hairbands) see if you can count how many there are by putting them into groups of 2, 5 or 10 and then counting in 2s, 5s or 10s.
Use the same objects but instead of counting the total share them into a certain number of groups and work out how many are in each group, are they shared equally?

	Time
	Have a go at any opportunity to tell the time on and analogue clock and also on a digital clock.
Make your own paper clock and use split pins to make the hands move.

If you wear a watch get someone to ask you what the time is and see if you can work it out.

	Transport

	Geography
	Local area
	When out in the local area, can your child point our different land uses for example, a park, shops, housing. Children can discuss whether these are physical or natural features. Can your child draw a map of their local area?
	

	Science
	Materials
	There are lots of ways to explore different materials, here are some activity ideas:
· Go on a scavenger hunt to find materials and then see if you can use these to build a waterproof shelter for a small toy. Test it out and see if you might need to change some materials.

· Look around your home and find different objects made of the same material e.g. a wooden spoon and a wooden toy are both made from wood.

· Find our which materials sink or float.

· Collect different materials from around your home or outside and sort them depending on what types of properties they have e.g. hard, soft, rough, smooth.
